 God is in control of all things (2 Sam. 24:1; 2 Chr. 18:21, 33)
 God has dominion over the affairs of people (1 Kgs. 19:13; Job 12:16; Eccl. 9:11; Isa. 41:26; 

Amos 1:4-5; Acts 23:10-11)
 The Creator looks after His creation (Ezra 5:5; Ps. 104:9)
 God controls nature for His purposes (Job 37:2-13; Isa. 10:15; Matt. 8:23-27)
 God controls time and seasons (Job 38:33; Ps. 148:8; Dan. 2:21; Zeph. 1:5)
 The powerful Creator reduces human rulers to nothing (Isa. 40:24)
 God chose His people to become like Christ (Rom. 8:28-30; Phil. 2:5-11)
